It's best to have your work email as your primary mail, you can also have a secondary email address.  It's 

important that you are able to check this email to obtain your Zoom link before the workshop.

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After finding your workshop, click the Register button.

 

 

Then click Complete Checkout.
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After completing the checkout, you will receive an email with the Zoom link.  Copy the Zoom link and 

passcode and paste it into your calendar.  Alternatively, you can write down the Meeting ID number that 

is in the URL. 
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The meeting number for this meeting is 94652274508, which is in the link above highlighted in yellow, 

and after https://zoom.us/j/ . 

You can use the Zoom App to join the meeting using the ID number, or you can go to https://zoom.us , 

click Join (top-right) and enter the ID number there.

You can click 

the .ics to add it to your Outlook or other calendar.  Doing so will add the workshop to your calendar, 

but it will NOT add the Zoom link to your calendar.  You need to copy the link from your email (and the 

passcode) and paste it into your calendar or add the Meeting ID number to your calendar yourself. 

 

 

The Professional Development Record is where you find your transcripts.
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Press Manage Transcripts to add your records that are not in escWeb.
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Registration/Certificate shows your upcoming/past sessions and the waiting list.
